Option #1 Canine Good Citizen Class  Mondays 7:15-8:15 pm 6 week class

Description: Started in 1989, the Canine Good Citizen Program (CGC) is designed to reward dogs who have good
manners at home and in the community. The CGC Program is a two-part program that stresses responsible pet own-
ership for owners and basic good manners for dogs. All dogs who pass the 10-step CGC test may receive a certificate
from the American Kennel Club as well as their owner having bragging rights that their dog is a Good Citizen! Own-
er and dog must attend all six classes in order to be eligible.

Option #2 Puppy Star Class Tuesdays 7:15-8:15 pm 6 week class

Requirements
Owners are required to send proof of vaccinations for Distemper combo vaccine. Bordetella and Rabies vaccines are also required
for appropriately aged dogs. Puppies MUST have at least 2 Distemper combo vaccines to attend class.
Places in class can only be held if both payment and proof of vaccinations is received.
Fees are non-refundable. Punch cards are valid for 12 weeks from the date of purchase.
